Print Competition Judging is a specialized software application to help judge photography/print
competitions. Originally developed for a major regigpiabtography association to replace antiquated,
simplistic judging hardware with a fully integrated system, it is now available for purchase by anyone.
When used with a laptop and up to five external keypads, any photography club/association can easily
and professionally conduct their print/photo competitions.

and two to five wired USB keypads. Since most keypads include USB ports on them, a great optional
add-on is to purchase USB powered flex lamps for each keyplael room where you are judging is

going to be dark

Important note on USB keypads: Your results may vary, but daisy chaldi®B keypads together
using the orboard USB ports was not always successful in testing. For best results, please use
powered USB hubs.

Scoring begins when the "Start Voting" button is pressBEuk first thing that will happen is an input box
will appear allowing you to type the print case to vote drhis is done so that any sequence of print
cases can be called and voted upon, as aglievoted upon, if required Make sure n@ dzR BrésQ a
anybuttonson their keypads at this point, as it will register like a normal keyboard would for input
purposes.After voting has begun and votes are being input, judges can type their score in and hit
"Enter" to record their score. If they have made a mistake with their score prior to hitting "Enter”, then
they can just the backspace key on their keypad once to thedr score (usually depicted as "BS" on
keypads).If they have locked in their score and want to change their mind, the operator will have to hit
the "Vote on New Print" button to being the process again.

If the option to view judg® scores is enahde the screen will update in real time as the scores are
entered and cast (as shown in the next sequence of screensHbtlat option is not selected, the
scores will not be shown, but you will know when they have entered their score by the "Votddbast"
in their scoring box.

Note: After a print is scored, the scores are automatically saved to allow for recaeenBséssion
Recoverysectior). However, this file is overwritten with each new score, ensuring the most up to date
record as possible.
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When the voting is complete for that print, the scores will be recorded and you can move on to the next
print, or re-vote. If the automatic challenge option is enabled, and a challenge is triggered, see the
Automatic Challenges section for more information
